
   My father is an accountant and from January 1st- April 15th of every year he disappears into his home office and is rarely seen.  

Come mid-April he emerges from his office a little perplexed and a little puzzled at everything that has accumulated in his absence. 

By the middle of summer he has hit his stride.  His gardens are brimming with fig trees, roses and herbs galore-he grows an Italian 

mint that came into Ellis Island with my Great-Grandfather and our family has many happy weekends spent in his beautiful yard.  My 

four years as President has felt a bit like a very long tax season. Four years ago the Paulinskill Lake Association was in need of some 

updates and I ran on the premise of keeping the old traditions while embracing new technology.   

   For the most part, I feel we have been very successful and I have not only my amazing Board to thank for this but so many mem-

bers of the community who saw a need and stepped up to help.  We have conquered many challenges- a tax oversight from years 

passed that left our association in arrears to the state of NJ by $45,000, an outdated manner for obtaining proposals for services 

and the need to convert many of our systems to the digital age.   

   As I emerge from my “tax season” haze I have noticed a few things though that need my attention before my term as President is 

over.  One, my wife Danielle has a “Honey-Do” list for me that is about four years long and two, our Grounds desperately need at-

tention.  The Community of Paulinskill Lake has always been a beautiful place to live.  The beauty has not faded but the grounds, 

much like my Father’s garden every year, do need some sprucing up.  Budgetary limitations, the desire to keep dues low and time re-

strictions have left us with some issues that you will notice being dealt with in the next few months.  In the short term, our play-

grounds are being re-mulched and made safe for our children once again, but they along with the tennis courts need long term at-

tention.  Please look deeper in the newsletter to learn about a Capital Improvement request to address these items.  Additionally, 

the bulletin board in front of the tennis courts is listing and requests for bids to restore it to its former glory are being sent out 

now. Our beaches have seen several improvements this year from new paint on the sheds, privacy fencing and extensive weeding 

and brush removal by countless volunteers but by next summer they will need new sand as well.  Next year, our five year contract 

with the lawn service will expire, we’re preparing a Request for Proposal now to include landscaping along with grass cutting.  I look 

forward to your input and suggestions at the Annual Meeting about our Grounds and the improvements that the Membership 

would like to see.  

   My slogan when I ran for President four years ago was “Be a part of something.”  A part of the Board, a part of a committee and a 

part of our neighborhood.  So many of you have done this and it makes me so proud of the community I am blessed to call home.  

In the past four years our family has sent two daughters to College, a third to Kittatinny, added a very large puppy to our household, 

seen Danielle through several health challenges and I have accepted a job in New York.  A lot of changes for just four short years but 

one of my proudest achievements is having been your President.  I made mistakes, I learned an immeasurable amount, and I made 

friends I never would have met without this role.  

However, I also ran on the very premise that change is good and vital for the success of a community.  For this reason I will not be 

running for President of the Paulinskill Lake Association again.  With the endorsement of the membership I would like to remain in-

volved in the capacity of Treasurer as well as serve in an advisory capacity for the new President.  I feel very confident in the candi-

date running for President on this years’ ballot.  Scott Douglas has done an amazing job in his role as Vice President  but beyond 

that role he has already done so much for our community.  The first to volunteer for any job large or small, Scott has strong ties to 

the community and has been raising his family in Paulinskill Lake for over twenty years.  He will be a great President and I hope I can 

count on your support for Scott as we transition to new leadership in our great Community.

Septic Systems 
We all have one. The state is pushing for stricter regulations and the first one they are going to introduce is education. Here is a list of 
things you need to know about your septic. 

 
1) Be careful of what goes down into your septic, no grease,( have a can by your sink to drain the cooking grease into) feminine products, 
paper towels, tissues, flushable wipes, disposable diapers.  

2) Use one ply toilet paper.  
3) Do not wash paint brushes in your sinks, latex paint is not good for your septic.  Limit the use of bleach.  
4) Do one load of laundry per day to allow the septic a chance to recover. 
5) Have your septic pumped on a regular basis, I recommend every other year ( even/odd years if your house ends in an even or odd 
number) this just makes it easier to remember.                                                                                                                               

 
Keeping our septic working properly helps our lake. Remember everything that goes into the ground eventually goes into our lake. 

 
 
Boating: Next year for boat registration I am recommending everyone that can should email their registrations instead of mailing. The 
turnaround will be quicker. For those that prefer to mail the form you will still be able to do soð just know there is a wait time for the mail to 
be picked up and delivered to the different board members. 
 
Wild Life:  As always please remember that you should not put your garbage out until the morning it is to be picked up.  If you put out 
bags animals will tend to get into them so please use a bin.  Also keep your garage doors down as the smell of garbage will attract them.

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While I know many of you are holding on to summer and all that it entails the PLA Board, and specifically your Nominating 

Committee, are working hard to prepare for our community’s annual Fall meeting scheduled for September 16, 2017 at 7 pm.  

Your presence and vote is extremely important, please mark your calendar and plan to attend.  There will be three key business 

items to address; 
 

1.  Elections  
 

On the slate for September’s Meeting is our annual election.  The following positions are up for election this year: 

Three officers for two year terms: 

1. President 

2. Treasurer

1   Trustee (to be in charge of Roads)

On behalf of the entire PLA community, I’d like to thank Jeff Woersching for his years of tireless work on the board.  Jeff’s most 

recent quality work as Treasurer is easily seen in the greater transparency of the budget as well as the PLA’s ability to navigate 

the most recent Sales Tax resolution without having to tap the Capital Reserve account or go back to the membership for addi-

tional funds.   Thank you, Jeff for all that you have done for our neighborhood. 

 

2. Proposed Capital Improvement Projects  
 

We’ll need membership to authorize the allocation and expenditure of capital improvement funds to address improvements to 

the tennis courts and the beach 1 playground.  We are looking to spend a maximum of $40,000 on both projects.  Specifics relat-

ed to the spend can be found in the budget discussion later in this newsletter. 

 

3.  2017 Annual Budget Approval  
 

Our annual meeting is also an opportunity for our Members to vote on our annual budget.  While many of our budget items    

remain the same from year to year we have a couple of items that are changing and as always, we welcome feedback from our 

community members in good standing.  

 

Upon review of the proposed budget attached to the newsletter, you will notice that aside from the dam assessment line item, 

our budget has increased in two main areas: 
 

1. Funding of $2,000 to the Salary, line item for our lifeguards.  We have some of the best guards in Sussex county and we can’t 

underinvest in the safety of our swimmers.  This money will be used to keep our wages competitive. 

The remaining $3,425 from the proposed dues increase will be allocated to the Grounds budget to make sure the funds are 

there to refresh the beaches and do additional landscaping. 

All in all, we anticipate a small increase of $11 per household in dues for 2018. 

 

I hope that over the course of my fourth year as President I have listened to your concerns and your suggestions and that you 

feel that your voice matters.  The annual meeting is the perfect opportunity for you to be heard.  I hope to see many of you at 

our annual meeting and at some of the many wonderful activities our community hosts throughout the year.
